Prior to the publication of the catalogue raisonné of prints, Dartmoor Walks was thought to be the first print by Richard Long. The print records all the walks Long had made on Dartmoor up to this time. All of the walks were made independently from each other and the print does not show the specific and different nature of each work; it is simply a record of their relative locations. The lines on the print correspond to the locations of the walks on a 1 in. 1 mile Ordnance Survey map of the area.
