White Onyx Line is constructed from a stone that Richard Long discovered in Portugal and is the only work he has ever made from this material. 

Long began making floor pieces in his space at college in 1964. Stone remains one of his preferred materials: “I like the idea that stones are what the world is made of. It’s enough to use stones as stones, for what they are. I’m a realist.” 

Spring Circle, another floor piece from the early 1990s, is on display on Floor 4.
